Divers with diabetes have long been vocal advocates of their ability to dive safely, despite
the reservations of many in the diving community over the half -century since scuba was
popularized.

Now there's good ne ws for divers with diabetes. All the details are published in the workshop
proceedings Diabetes and Recreational Diving: Guidelines for the Future , @ compilation of
papers, discussions and information presented at an international workshop addressing issue S
of diabetes and recreational diving.

Jointly sponsored by the Undersea and Hyperbaric Medical Society (UHMS) and Divers Alert
Network (DAN), the meeting brought together experts and interested parties from around
the world.

On June 19, 2005, in Las Veg as, Nevada, USA, more than 50 individuals from seven nations,
mostly clinicians and researchers, participated in the lively discussions to come to agreement
on appropriate guidelines.

The end result was that dive candidates who use medication (oral hypogl| ycemic agents
[OHASs] or insulin) to treat diabetes but who are otherwise qualified to dive may undertake
recreational scuba diving, provided certain criteria are met. Those using dietary control will

easily meet the guidelines.

The consensus guidelines co nsist of 19 points, under the categories of selection and
surveillance, scope of diving and glucose management on the day of diving. The one -page
summary of all the discussions will be found in the attached PDF document, but we
encourage everyone toreadt  he full reasoning behind each suggestion.

There's much more on this sometimes -controversial, always -interesting topic. Dive leaders,
instructors, educators, physicians, clinicians and avid divers can all benefit from the
collective wisdom in these proceed ings.

conditions, find help for planning dives, post reviews of dives, dive charters or services, chat about
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current events in the diving community, li st equipment for sale, or post any other activities or subjects
that you think might be of interest to club members. You can post as often as you like!

How do | join? There are two ways to join the One List:
1. The first is by way of invite sent to any email address you choose to provide to the list
moderator.
2. The second and far more preferable way though is to create a Yahoo ID (or use the one you
already have) and sign up with that.

Why use a Yahoo ID? If you only use an email address, you can only send and receive email and
you cannot personalize how you receive messages. The One List website will not be available to you.
Use a Yahoo ID though and you get access to the entire One List site and all of its features.
